EMAIL – This is our primary, most regular source of written 
communication. As one of our older scouts Kit Dunton once said, “I love 
email. I can’t lose it. I can always go back and read it again.” 
 
To join our email list, please send an email to troop250-join@bsa250.org    
(notice the  “–join”  in the email address). Once you send a message to 
that address, you will receive an email confirming your request.  Just 
click on the link in the email to verify your email address.  That’s it. 
Once a month, a reminder is sent out confirming your subscription – 
please review the list and make any necessary adjustments.

Facebook – Send a friend request to “Troop TwoFifty”. We post 
status updates during major events and key reminders.

SMS messages (texting rates apply so be careful).
